al quarter mile will cost 10 cents. The old fare schedule
was 55 cents for the first third of a mile and 10 cents each
additional third. The average ride now costs $1.45 but will
go to $1.60.

She herself believes some
similar form of class should
be aregular supplementary
program for children.
